












Second Partnership Agreement between the State Government and the Break O'Day Council 

4.2	 Matters of Specific Interest to the Break O'Day Municipal Area for 
Communication and Consultation 

Background 

The Break O'Day Council and the State Government enjoy a positive working 
relationship that supports cooperation on a range of issues. In some cases, 
effective communication processes were set up through the first partnership 
agreement. In other cases the Council and agencies work closely to support 
the needs of the community as a part of their normal business. In both cases, 
there are existing relationships and processes that support effective 
communication and consultation. Some of these issues are listed below. 

Issue 

The parties agree that the key issue to be addressed is maintaining existing 
relationships and communication and consultation processes on the following 
matters specific to the Break O'Day municipal area. 

Matters for Cooperation 

Children and Families 

The Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) and the Council 
agree the key issues to be addressed are: 

•	 identification of the needs of families with very young children in the 
municipal area 

•	 increased coordination and promotion of the services available to support 
children and families who live in the area. 

The parties agree to communicate and consult regarding the needs of 
families with very young children as identified by child and family health 
nursing staff operating from child health centres in the municipality and staff 
of neighbourhood houses located at St Helens and Fingal. 

The parties also commit to identifying opportunities to promote early 
childhood and family support services through posters, brochures, leaflets , 
newsletters and other means, and identifying areas where family support and 
early childhood services in the municipality may be better integrated and 
coordinated. 

Community Recovery 

The Department of Police and Emergency Management (DPEM) and the 
Council would like to continue collaborating on community recovery . The 
Council 's community recovery plan was adopted in 2006. 

Community Safety 

DPEM will explore opportunities for strengthening the existing formal and 
informal forums and linkages with the Council and other key stakeholders to 
fac ilitate communication on community safety issues. 

Emergency Management 

DPEM is committed to continued involvement in the Break O'Day community 
emergency management group, facilitating emergency planning and exploring 
opportunities to provide emergency management education and train ing to 
increase community involvement in emergency management.

Inter-Agency Support Team 

DPEM will continue to provide leadership and coordination of the Break 
O'Day municipal area inter-agency support team to identify and manage the 
needs of at-risk children, young people and their families. 

Medical Services Provision 

DHHS and the Council will continue to work collaboratively and strengthen 
partnerships with key stakeholders. Together they will develop strategies to 
address issues that may arise in relation to medical service provision within 
the Break O'Day municipal area. 

Public Transport and Community Car 

The Council and State agencies will continue to discuss affordable public 
transport in the municipal area. 

St Helens History Room and Visitor Centre 

The parties agree that the key issue to be addressed is ongoing 
communication and consultation in relation to the History Room and Visitors 
Centre on an 'as needs' basi's. 

Telecommunications and Computing Services 

DPAC's TMD provides telephone and data services to government and quasi­
government agencies. The Council is entitled to purchase telephone and data 
services through TMD.
