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What is the Tasmanian Honour Roll of Women?
The Tasmanian Honour Roll of Women celebrates women and women’s organisations that have made an important contribution to Tasmania. It recognises women from all backgrounds and all areas of life and keeps their stories as part of Tasmania’s history.
Women are recognised and celebrated for their work across many areas. This can include community service, caring roles, education, health, business, science, the arts, sport, advocacy and leadership.

Who can be nominated?
Individual women
You can nominate someone who:
· identifies as a woman
· has made an important contribution locally, nationally or internationally
· was born in Tasmania, has lived in Tasmania for a long time, or has made a strong contribution to Tasmania.
Women’s organisations
You can nominate a women’s organisation if:
· its core work focuses on Tasmania, and
· it has made an important contribution to advancing women.
Organisations that are no longer operating can also be nominated.

Who can make a nomination?
Anyone can make a nomination, as long as they:
· are not nominating themselves, and
· know about the nominee’s work and achievements.
You can nominate more than one woman or organisation. Each nomination needs its own form.

What do I need to include?
You can write up to 800 words about the nominee’s contribution. This should explain:
· what they have done and why it matters
· how they have helped or inspired others
· the impact of their work on women or the community.
You can also upload supporting material such as letters of support, media articles, or information about awards.

How do I nominate?
Nominations must be submitted online:

Key dates
Nominations close: 30 September 2026

What happens after I submit?
· Submitting a nomination does not guarantee the person being added to the Honour Roll.
· Nominations are reviewed by staff and assessed by a panel of community members. 
· If successful, the person nominated (or someone representing them) will be invited to an event and featured online.
